John - As promised, attached is a draft of our proposal for revisions to 410 IAC 6-2.1 to take into account tourist home swimming pools & spas. We have not started the formal promulgation process, yet. This is our
chance (and yours) to make any necessary changes before the formal pocess starts. Feel free to share this draft with any of your constituents who attended our meeting last fall. We'd like to have their input as well. While the majority of changes addressing tourist home pools & spas can be found on pages 10, 11, and 12, I also had to
make several other changes, as follows: 
Added a definition for "tourist home." Added in our standard requirement for air-gap protection or meeting the
plumbing code on tourist home pool & spa fill spouts. Applied our standard requirement that a pool be kept empty for 1 hour
after manual chemical addition, to tourist home pools (to give chemicals a chance to mix, so nobody is exposed to high concentrations). Spas are small enough water volume to be exempt. Deleted all requirements for signs in tourist home pools. Deleted all requirements for signs in tourist home spas, but required written notice to a lodger about 3 special warnings. Added in our standard requirements for what type pool water chemistry test kits must be used for testing at tourist home pools & spas, but did not state that the kits must be on the premises (allowing for third-party, contract pool operators to use their kits only). Applied our requirement for addressing fecal accidents to tourist home pools & spas (It's currently required, and the issue never came up at our Brown County meeting. After the death in Atlanta, I doubt we'll
have objections).  Also, I found several other minor problems with the current rule, which I've also tried to take care of in this draft, as follows:  Added a definition for "CT value." We use the term, but heretofore, had not defined it.  dded a definition for "Maximum bather load." Again, we use the term, but heretofore, had not defined it (our definition matches that of the
pool construction rule). Added a definition for "Standard Methods," and changed the reference to the latest (20th) edition. We use the term throughout, and should define it. Changed all references from "ppm," to "mg/l." We had inserted a
definition for mg/l, but never used it. Fixed a typo in 410 IAC 6-2.1-27(i). Updated our requirements for first-aid kit contents to match what is currently available in standard ANSI First Aid kits. Added the phrase "if available" to the requirement for posting of the 911 phone number, in 410 IAC 6-2.1-34(e). Updated addresses where we incorporate by reference.
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
