Subject: Meth Update for IEHA members

Dear Members:

The last few weeks have seen some great progress towards providing health departments with some basic tools to deal with Methamphetamine Labs in dwellings. On March 6, 2006 state health commissioner Dr. Judith Monroe issued the attached letter all local health officials. 

1. The IEHA GESHC has developed a performance based guideline and sample abatement order template. The abatement template is working document referencing IC 16-41- for unsanitary conditions. It is intended as starting point to potentially help you and can be modified to fit the specific business practices of your county. If your department already has a defined complaint abatement program, certainly use your existing procedures.
2. IDEM clean-up and contractor rule is progressing well. It is expected to be adopted and then re-opened for improvements at the same time. It is good starting point and will give LHD something better to reference to for abatements. The IEHA abatement will updated accordingly. Attached is a IDEM board packet (page 2 Fact Sheet is great overview of rule)
3. Drug Endangered Children (DEC) Protocols are being revised by FSSA Child Service department and ISDH. I would strongly recommend by knowledgeable with these protocols and share them with your local Law, EMS departments.
